Dear friends, 
      My thoughts this week have been preoccupied with 
the events that have unfolded in Haiti as a result the 
devastating earthquake that struck there this past Tues-
day.  I know that many of you have been deeply con-
cerned as well.  Itôs just heartbreaking to see the pictures 
we have seen on the news.  They have shown terrible 
things with perhaps hundreds of thousands of people 
feared  dead as a result of the earthquake..  
     Naturally our first concern was to find out how the 
folks from St. James Parish in Plaine du Nord are doing.  
Thanks be to God we have received word from Fr. Alain 
that they are doing ok.  He sent me the following email: 
Thank you for your concern for us.  This is true that 
we are one in Jesus Christ. Yes me and St James 
parish, until now, we are ok. I say until now because 
we don't know what will be happening . The Lord 
knows everything. Pray for Haiti and for our parish, we 
need it. 
      My bishop and all the priests in the archdiocese of 
Cap-Haitian began our annual retreat last Monday.  
Because of the situation of the country , this morning 
after morning prayer my bishop stopped the retreat 
and asked all the priests to return to their parish; that's 
why, right now, I'm in Plaine du Nord with the parish-
ioners at this difficult time.   Many buildings in Port au 
Prince are destroyed, hospitals, hotels, churches, 
private and public houses.  There is no communica-
tion, no electricity.  Nobody knows the number of vic-
tims at this time in Port au Prince. No damage in the 
north of Haiti where we are.  But for the last month it's 
been raining day and night.  Yesterday we felt the 
earthquake many times in the North.  
    I begin already to buy some things but I'm limited. 
because of lack of money.  I would like to buy more 
fuel, medicine, food for the parish, the school and the 
clinic; if you can send some money to help in this 
sense, it would be great. Thanks a lot.    Fr. Alain 

    Many people have asked what they can do.  The big-
gest need is to send money to Fr. Alain to buy food, 
medicine and diesel fuel.  Although there has not been 
much physical damage in the Plaine du Nord area, we 
are concerned that much of the food and medicine that 
normally go to our schools and clinic at St. James will 
now be diverted to deal with the greater disaster in Port 
au Prince.  To deal with this we want to send money to 
Fr. Alain which he can use to buy food and medicine for 
the people.  If you would like to help, you can send your 
donations to the parish office.  Be sure to mark if for 
ñHaiti Relief.ò   
      Weôre continuing to stay in touch with Fr. Alain to find 
out what the most pressing needs are.  As we become 
aware of them, weôll pass them on to you.  The people of 
Haiti will be dealing with the effects of this terrible disas-
ter for years.  From the brief conversations I have had 
with Fr. Alain, I get the sense that they are just stunned 
and overwhelmed by what has happened to them.  Who 
can blame them.  I know that you will join me in keeping 
all of them in our prayers.

     Imagine being a guest at the 
wedding feast at Cana.   Six large 
stone water jars were now filled 
with the best wine you had ever 
tasted.  You had all kinds of ques-
tions, but you dare not ask.  In the 
end, you just enjoyed the feast and 
drank a couple extra glasses of 
wine.  
     John most likely chose a wed-
ding feast as the inaugural event of 
the public life of Jesus to make an 
important point.  The hope of Israel 
for Godõs arrival was often linked to 
a wedding feast.  It was a perfect 
image:  free food and drink, music 
and dancing, and the beginning of a 
new, life -affirming relationship be-
tween God and us. 

     Could God be so generous as to 
fulfill our hopes and desires for 
deep joy and happiness?  Placing 
this event at the beginning of the 
life of Jesus certainly suggests that 
God is on our side.  Yes, God did 
indeed create us to live, to enjoy 
life and to expect surprises along 
the way.   
     Isaiah was among the first to use 
wedding imagery to help us grasp 
the abiding love of God.  He has 
God addressing us as òmy delight.ó  
Imagine God addressing you with 
such familiarity and love.  This is 
one of the those Sundays when the 
readings seem almost too good to 
be true.  
     At the wedding feast of Cana, 
Jesus changed ordinary water into 
wine.  John wanted us to know right 
from the beginning that God came 
to be with us, not as a traffic offi-
cer, not as a score keeper, but 
rather as one who takes great de-
light in just sharing a fine drink of 
wine with us.

 In todayôs second reading, St. Paul tells the Corinthians 
(and us) that all of our gifts are from God and that they 
are given, not for ourselves alone, but for the common 

good.  But the generosity of God knows no limitsðthe miracle at Cana
