Thanks to the generous 
offer of Ron Romain, Steve Elliott and I make a 
one day trip to visit with Fr. Alain in Haiti.  We 
left at 8:30 am and by 1 pm we had landed at 
the airport in Cap Haitian.  By 9 am we were 
back in Evansville.    It was a blessing that we 
were able to bring all the medicines we did, 
since our medical clinic had run out of medi-
cines to treat people.   
       Fr. Alain was able to give us an update on 
how things are going.  School has begun again 
this past week, although many of the children 
are not coming because of the fear of being in a 
building if an earthquake hits.  Heõs hoping that 
more kids will be coming in the days ahead.  Itõs 
really important that they do, since the meal 
they get at school is often times the only food 
they receive.  There continue to be many fami-
lies from the Port au Prince area moving into 
the Plaine du Nord area.  Many of these people 
have been in need of medical help.  Some of 
them have died since they have arrived.   
       Fr. Alain also told us that over  eighty chil-
dren from these families want to attend our 
schools.  He is making arrangements for this.  
There is a growing need to provide food for 
these families as well.  And this need will be 
there for some time in the future.  Thanks to 
your generous support, we are able to respond 
to these needs.   
        Iõll keep you posted as to how things are 
going with our friends in Haiti.
