       In an ideal Christian world we would spend 
all our time doing good things and focus on be-
ing good people.  There would be no bills to 
pay, no buildings to maintain and all our efforts 
would be spent learning more about our faith 
and putting that faith into practice.

Your life, like mine, is filled with a lot of ordi-
nary tasks:  making sure there is enough food for 
the family; paying the utility bills, the phone 
bills, the taxes; buying clothes.     
     And the same is true for our church.  Not just 
our church here locally in our little corner of 
Godõs world, but also for our churchñthe Catho-
lic Church of Southwestern Indiana (the Diocese 
of Evansville).  Each year our parish, as well as 
all the other parishes in our diocese, is responsi-
ble for paying its fair share of the costs of pro-
viding diocesan programs, services and other 
expenses associated with òdoing businessó as a 
diocese.  In our diocese, this òfair shareó is 
each parishõs CPC (Catholic Parishes Cam-
paign) goal.  This year our diocesan budget is 
over 4.3 million dollars.  Here at St. Joe we 
are responsible for providing $98,500.00 to-
ward this budget.  

     This is important work and it will take all of 
our efforts to meet this goal.  Last year was a 
tough year for our CPC effortsñthe first time in 
ten years that we did not meet our goal. 419 
families pledged an average of $230 to help  pay 
this common bill.  Thatõs about 77% of our pa-
rishioners.  So you can see that we really need 
everyoneõs help this year if we are going to 
meet our goal this year.   
      This week I will be sending you a pledge 
card with a stamped return envelope for you to 
use.  I thank you, in advance, for thinking a 
praying about how God is calling you to give
