     I pulled through the drive 
through at McDonaldõs and sat in the 
parking lot, quickly devouring my 
òNumber 4ó. I was in between one 
stop for work and another on a 
gloomy Wednesday. My phone rang 
as I took my last bite.  
      òHi, Emily. I got your message. 
Thatõs just fine if you stop by. Iõm 
just trying to find some fish to fix for the kids since itõs 
Ash Wednesday. I have to get used to òno meat mealsó 
again.ó 
       The big hunk of burger seemed to slide much more 
slowly down my throat as I listened.  
      òYou have to be kidding me! Iõve already messed 
the whole thing up! Whereõs this rule written?ó I said to 
myself.  
      This Lenten season is my first no-fish-on-Friday ex-
perience. Iõve learned a little bit about why it is that we 
Catholics practice this fasting option and I was really 
excited to give it a try this year. But, here I was, two 
days before my first Friday trial, and I had already 
blown it.  
       I had meticulously looked up what parish had fish 
on what Fridays. My husband and I had decided we 
would do a òtour around townó of sorts to try out the 
variety of gatherings. We thought it would be a fun way 
to spend time together and take a little time to focus 
on our faith. I even òGoogledó it. òWhy do Catholics eat 
fish on Friday during lent?ó This is what I found from 
one article:   òThe obvious answer that every Catholic 
should know is that it is a penance imposed by the 
Church to commemorate the day of the Crucifixion of 
Our Lord ð to enable us to make a small sacrifice for 
the incredible sacrifice He made for our salvation.ó 
       Thereõs that word again òOBVIOUS.ó Well, obvi-
ously, I missed the memo about no meat on Ash 
Wednesday. I decided to put it behind me (along with 
my quarter pounder and fries) and focus on my original 
plan: fish on Fridays.  
Since that time, I havenõt missed a Friday. Granted, at 
the time of writing this, Iõve only had to worry about 
two Fridays. Our first go around, we couldnõt manage to 
make it to an official òfish fryó, so we hit up my trusty 
golden arches for the fish sandwich.

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REMEMBERING 

Jim Niemeier  
April 10, 1923 ñFEB. 17, 2011  

      The almost eighty -eight years 
of Jim Niemeierõs life comprise 
half the life of St. Joseph Parish.  
And the great majority of these 
years were spent living with eye-
sight of the parish.  Jim was born 
on April 10, 1923, the second of 

five children born to Henry and Josephine Niemeier.  
During the early years, the family lived in Evansville and 
attended St. Boniface Church.  It was there at St. Boni-
face that Jim began school.  The family moved to the 
St. Joe community when Jim was nine years old.  His 
parents purchased the St. Joe Tavern/Grocery Store/
Gas Station.  The family lived in the apartment above 
the store.  Jim graduated from grade school in 1938.  
Even as a young child Jim had a knack for building.  Sit-
ting in class one day, he drew plans for the first of many 
houses he would build in his life.  He built that house, 
located on St. Joe Road, when he was sixteen years old.   
      Jim learned the value of hard work early in his life, 

REMEMBERING 

Theresa Arnold  
SEPT. 14, 1914ñFEB. 17, 2011  

     Theresa (Will) Arnold was born 
on September 14, 1914, the oldest 
of ten children born to Adam and 
Lena Will.  Three of her siblings are 
surviving:  Irma Spindler, Mary 
Adler and Albert Will.  Theresa 
grew up on a farm near St. Wendel.  
Their proud German heritage was 

evident in the fact that when Theresa went to school, she 
did not know how to speak English since German was the 
only language spoken at home.  Theresa made this transi-
tion and later graduated from St. Wendel Grade School.   
     As a child growing up on the farm, Theresa learned 
many skillsñcooking, canning, butchering, gardening and 
sewing.  What many might view as hobbies and crafts now 
were just part of the ordinary rhythm of life to Theresa 
and her family.   
     As a young  girl Theresa went to work for families in 
Evansville, cooking and cleaning for the family.  The 
money she earned was given to the family to help make 
ends meet.  Later she  traveled to New York where she 
worked for a brief time as a seamstress.  Life in the big 
city was not something that Theresa enjoyed however.  
She preferred life on the farm in southern Indiana.  
       In the life of the farm, a big event was the annual 
day for thashing the wheat.  As it happened, the Will fam-
ily needed extra help and so it was that Frank Arnold 
came by to help.  Frank may have known about the Will 
family because his brother had married one of the Will 
sisters.  Frank was a great talker and the life of the party 
and he and Theresa hit it off.  Soon they were engaged 
and on January 7, 1942 they were married at St. Wendel 
Church.  At the time Frank had been drafted into the 
army and so he returned to service where he served as 
the morale officer ña job which suited him well.  In the 
meantime, Theresa lived at home with her parents.  She 
welcomed their first child into the world, a son named 
Eddie.   
      Frank and Theresa bought a farm on Bromm Road.  
There she and Frank welcomed seven more children into 
their family:  a son Joseph, who died at birth, daughters 
Maggie, Bridget, Irma and Mary and sons John and Pat.   
     Like many other farm families, having enough money 
to take care of the family was always a concern for Frank 
and Theresa.  Hard work, thriftiness and doing as much as 
you can for yourselves were principles that guided their 
life.  Theresaõs ability to cook, and can and raise vegeta-
bles and fruits were important ways for the family to sur-
vive.  The fact that Theresa was a gifted seamstress came 
in handy as well.  Many dresses and other items were 
made from feed sacks and other material.  For Theresa it 
was not unusualñthis was just what you did to make 
things work for the family.   
     There was always something to do on the farm and the 

children learned from an early age to help out.  Harvest-
ing vegetables and fruits, feeding the animals, milking 
the cows, tending to the calves and pigs and chickens 
were all part of their daily life.  Theresa had her own 
chicken route in the city of Evansville where she would 
take freshly butchered chickens to sell.  There were 
good times as well on the farm, especially on Sundays 
when Theresa would fix a chicken dinner and Frank 
would get the kids to make homemade ice cream from 
the fresh cream from the cows.   
     Frank and Theresa balanced each other in marriage.  
Frank was  the story teller and entertainer.  Theresa 
would be there to remind him and the others in the fam-
ily that there was work that needed to be done.     Be-
fore Frankõs death, he and Theresa enjoyed traveling 
especially to see cousins in Georgia, Tennessee and in 
Canada.   
      After Frankõs death, Theresa soldiers on.  Her life 
was filled with doing things on the farm, raising her 
raspberries which she sold to Engelbrechtõs orchard.  She 
also took care of several elderly women.  She was a 
fearless person.  There were very few things that she 
wouldnõt try.  With the help of her family, she was able 
to live out the rest of her years on the farm that had 
been her home for sixty -six years.  The Mass of Christian 
Burial was celebrated on February 19,  We pray that  
Theresa may now enjoy the fullness of God in the King-
dom of Heaven.   
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working in the tavern/grocery store and earning a penny 
for each case of empty bottles they collected at the 
dances held at the White Aragon Dance Hall.  It was at the 
Tavern in fact, that Jim would meet Delores Hoefling, a 
young girl from the St. James area.  She and Jim were 
married on a cold, snowy day in January, 1942 here at St. 
Joe with Fr. Fred Niehaus witnessing the wedding.   They 
moved into the house Jim built.  Dolores used her savings 
to buy furniture for their home.   
     Jim worked with his dad and brother Syl in the plaster-
ing business.  Among the many buildings Jim helped to 
plaster was the new seminary buildings at St. Meinrad and 
the interior of St. Joseph Church.  Jim continued to work 
as a plasterer until the early 1950õs.  With the event of 
drywall, there was little need for plaster.  Jim had a 
knack for building and inventing things.  One of the things 
he invented was a portable hod rack, a tool used in the 
plastering industry.  He received a patent for this inven-
tion.   
     Jim and Delores welcomed five children in their lives:  
Norb, Barbara, Mike, Dennis and Angie.  His life was full.  
Working full time, Jim was also a gentleman farmer, rais-
ing cattle, ducks and chicken and raising crops with a 
small John Deere crawler tractor.  When he wasnõt busy 
with these things,  it seems he was building another 
house.  In his lifetime, Jim built a total of six new homes.  
Jim taught himself  how to do electrical, plumbing, and 
carpentry work.  He had an innate ability to figure out 
how to do most anything.   
     When the plastering business came to and end, Jim 
began an multi -year association with Texaco.  He built the 
gas station in 1961 that we now know of as the St. Joe 
Mini Mart.   In 1962 Texaco named this gas station the 
number one Texaco gas station in the nation.  He traveled 
to Chicago where he was honored at a dinner sponsored 
by Texaco.   Working at the gas station involved long 
hours and they took a toil on Jimõs health.  He leased the 
gas station to Clarence Rexing and Darrel Whalen.  Jim 
began a career hauling gas and oil products to various 
businesses in the Evansville area.  In the late 1980õs the 
gas station reverted back to Jim.  Knowing the long hours 
required to run the gas station, Jim decided to turn the 
gas station into a mini -mart.  This job too required long 
hours and became the place where many of his children 
worked.  He sold the business in 1985.   
     Although Jim òretiredó his life was filled with endless 
projects at his own home or with the lives of his children.  
And through it all he kept an eye on things happening here 
in the parish and in the neighborhood earning the affec-
tionate title of òMayor of St. Joe.ó   
       Doloresõ death two years ago was a big blow to Jim.  
As he tried to find a new anchor in life he also dealt with 
a number of health issues.  Jim suffered a broken hip last 
December and spent the last months of his life in the hos-
pital and nursing home.  With his family at his side, Jim 
died on Feb. 17,  We pray that Jim will find joy in now 
being reunited with Delores and with her share in the full-
ness of life in Godõs kingdom.
