Viola Englert
September 5, 1920 fi January 7, 2012

A simple life, centered on family all
ninety -one years lived within a quarter of
a mile radiusfithis would describe Viola
(Hillenbrand) Englert. Viola was born on
October 5, 1920, one of five children

' born to Joseph and Catherine Hillen-
brand. They grew up on a small farm just down the road
from the church. Viola attended St. Joseph School where
she enjoyed helping the Franciscan nuns with various tasks
around the school. She especially enjoyed traveling to
Fisher Candy Company in town where they bought candy
that was later sold at school. After graduating from eighth
grade, Viola worked at home where she developed the skills
that would serve her well as a wife and mother.

Viola got to know a young man In the neighborhood by
the name of Francis Niemeier. There relationship would
blossom and lead to marriage in 1943. Like many young
men of his time, Francis was drafted into the army during
WW II. Francis left for Europe leaving his young wife who
was expecting their first child. Tragically, Francis was
killed in Holland during the Battle of the Bulge in December
of 1944. Their daughter, Madonna, was born on Christmas
Day, 1944.

Viola and her daughter moved in with her mother and

father. In a few years, Viola caught the eye of another
young ma n i n t he nei ghborh
They met at Budds brother E
ried in 1954.

Bud and Viola built a house just up the road from where
Viola had grown up, doing much of the construction work
themselves. It became a home first for their daughter and
then for her grand children and still later her great grand-
children.

Madonna and her husband, Harry Lincoln especially as they
raised their family. As their family grew and grandchildren

There she was able to pass on to her grandchildren and
great grandchildren the values of family that had been the
center of her life.

Viola died on January 6. The mass of Christian burial
was celebrated for her on January 11. She was buried next
to her husband Bud, across the road from the place she was
born. We pray that she will now know the fullness of life
with God in the Kingdom.

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PARISH COUNCIL AND COMMISSION REPORTS

FINANCE AND ADMINISTRATION COMMSSION

The commission has continued to review the finances
of the parish. We are at the halfway point of our fiscal
year. While our expenses are in line with our budgeted
projections, our total expenses (when funds for school
are kept separate) have exceeded our income by
$5,361.41. Our weekly stewardship offerings are run-
ning $19,000.00 behind our budgeted needs. Overall
our collections at this point this year are $4,900 behind
our collection totals for the same period last year.
Weekly collections, particularly in July, August and Sep-
tember were considerably lower than our weekly needs.
So far this year our collections are averaging $17,461 vs
$17,650 for the same period last year. Our weekly
budget calls for our collections to average $18,400 to
meet our budgeted needs. We are continuing to monitor
this situation.

The bulletin/newsletter ads have been renewed and
payment received. We are wrapping up the lottery
sales for this year.

The Cemetery Board had its annual meeting. Total
Income from sale of grave lots for the year was $3,081.
Expenses were $5,871 which included the purchase of
two new self -propelled lawnmowers. Cemetery Reserve
Fund total is $20,855.08. Two endowments have been
set up with the Catholic Foundation for the benefit of
our cemetery. As of December 31, 2010, these endow-
ments had a combined value of $39,575.33. A new
monument marker was erected along the west end of
the new land for the cemetery to let people know that
this land is for future expansion of the cemetery. St.
Joe Cemetery in the city has increased prices for grave
lots. Since we have tied our pricing structure with
them, our prices will increase accordingly. The cost for
a single grave lot for parishioners will increase $50 to
$550. A double grave lot will increase $105 to $1,100.
The price for a single grave for a former parishioners
will be $1,100 and a double grave lot will be $2,200.
We need to remove the stump from the tree that fell
last winter. ~ We will put a more detailed announce-
ment in the bulletin in the spring to alert cemetery
grave owners of the need to clear all excess material
from the graves in preparation for the mowing season.

The old rectory has been demolished and the area
filled in with dirt. Total cost was $9,108.00. As the
winter weather clears we will be reworking and seeding
the yard east of the church as well as the yard around
the rectory.
