     July is the beginning of our new fis-
cal year.  Our Parish Finance Commit-
tee tries  very hard to be good stewards 
of the money you entrust us with.  Itõs 
a real challenge to balance the need to 

keep expenses at a reasonable level while also trying to 
provide adequately for all the ministries we are about 
here in our parish.  We are blessed with a parish staff 
that works very hard to stretch every dollar to the max  
while also providing quality services.  A quick look at our 
past fiscal year shows that we were able to keep our ex-
penses within the budget.  On the income side, we have 
almost been able to do that, but not quite.  Our income, 
especially through our weekly collections has been about 
96% of our budgeted needs.  The collections in May and 
June have been particularly low compared to the rest of 
the year.  We will need to do better if we are to meet 
our future needs.  
      Beginning this month, our weekly collection totals 
need to average $18,400.  Thatõs in increase of $500 
over our weekly collection needs for this past year.  
Thatõs about a 2% increase.  I believe we can do this, but 
it will take everyoneõs help.  What I can assure is that 
our parish staff will continue to use the money you en-
trust to us frugally and wisely.  Thatõs our part of the 
deal.  Now we need you to step up to the plate and do 
your part.  Please take some time to think and pray 
about how God is asking you to do your part to help 
meet our financial needs.   
      Another way we need everyone to do their part is 
with our summer social.  In this newsletter you will find 
a preliminary list of workers for the social.  I hope your 
name is on this list.  If it isnõt, call us at the parish office 
(963-3273) and let us know how to best use your talents.

SCHOOL CHOICE LEGISLATION 
AND HOW IT CAN AFFECT YOU 

     The Indiana State Legislature recently enacted a bill 
creating school choice legislation.   St. Joseph School is 
planning to participate in the school choice scholarship 
(voucher) program for the 2011 -2012 school year. We are 
still waiting to hear details from the Indiana Department 
of Education about the program, but we hope to have all 
the necessary information around the beginning of July.  If 
you have any questions, please contact Melba Wilderman, 
at 963-3273 or mwilderman@evdio.org.

        HERE IS HOW THIS LEGISLATION AFFECTS YOU   

     If you currently have children in a non -public 
school: you can claim a $1000 state tax deduction for 
each child in a non -public school regardless of your in-
come level.   

      If you currently have children in a public 
school:  Based on your income level, you might be eligi-
ble for the school choice scholarship (voucher) program or 
the scholarship tax credit program.   

       HERE IS INFORMATION ON QUALIFYING FOR THE 
SCHOOL CHOICE SCHOLARSHIP (VOUCHER) PROGRAM  

       The student must have been enrolled in an Indiana 
public school for the previous two semesters not including 
kindergarten or have received a scholarship tax credit 
program or a voucher in the previous school year.  

        Families whose household incomes fall below the 
Federal Free and Reduced Lunch Guidelines are eligible 
to receive a voucher for 90% or the state tuition support. 
This income would be about $40,000 for a family of 
four.  This scholarship amount would be approximately 
$5000.    

       Families whose household incomes fall below 150%

      The scholarship amount will be the lesser of tuition 
and fees or the voucher.  The cap for grades 1-8 is $4,500. 
The state cap for the number of vouchers given is 7,500 in 
2011-2012, 15,000 in 2012-2013, and unlimited in 2013 -
2014.
