If the Church were Christian  
Fr. Gene Schroeder

      At first glance, this sounds like a rather 
crazy statement.  Of course, the church is 
Christian.   Weõre the once who claim Jesus 
as our Messiah and King.  We are the ones 
who pray over and over òyour kingdom 

come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.ó  
What, pray tell, do you mean to suggest by this state-
ments.   
         One of the gifts I received this Christmas was a book 
by Philip Gulley entitled If the Church were Christian. He 
comments that while many denominations claim to be 
growing, the largest group in American religious life is the 
disillusionedñpeople who have been involved in the church 
yet see few similarities between the church's life and the 
person of Jesus. In the midst of elaborate programming, 
professional worship teams, and political crusades, they 
ask, "Is this really what Jesus called us to do?" 
       Although Gulley is not speaking specifically about the 
Catholic Church, it would be a bit naïve of us to think that 
some of the things he talks about do not also apply to the 
Catholic Church.  Some have said that second largest 
church group next to Catholics is the group of people who 
were òformer Catholics.ó  How many times have I heard 
people talk about their children and their relatives and 
friends who have simply left the church.  Why is this?  
Many would like to think that it is because we donõt teach 
doctrine like we used to or we donõt òpracticeó religion 
like we once did in the past.  Many in the church has dis-

missed the people who 
have left  as uncommit-
ted and lacking in faith, 
but  perhaps the oppo-
site is true. Their com-
mitment to authentic 
spirituality over institu-
tional idolatry might be 
the very corrective the 
church needs. These 
people respect Jesus, 
but question what Chris-
tianity has become.  
      In If the Church 
Were Christian , Quaker 
pastor and author Philip 
Gulley explores how the 
church has lost its way. 
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This eye-opening examination of the values of Jesus re-
veals the extent to which the church has drifted from the 
teachings of the man who inspired its creation. Many Chris-
tians might be surprised to discover how little Jesus had to 
say about the church, and that he might never have in-
tended to start a new religion.  
     But the church is here to stay, and Gulley is determined 
to help the church find its soul. If the church were Chris-
tian, Gulley argues, Jesus would be a model for living 
rather than an object of worship;  affirming our potential 
would be more important than condemning our broken-
ness; reconciliation would be valued over judgment; gra-
cious behavior would be more important than right belief;  
inviting questions would be valued more than supplying 
answers. If the church were Christian,  encouraging per-
sonal exploration would be more important than communal 
uniformity; meeting needs would be more important than 
maintaining institutions; peace would be more important 
than power; we would care more about love and less about 
sex; this life would be more important than the afterlife.   
       Gulley provides a profound picture of what the church 
would look like if it refocused on the real priorities of Je-
sus.  In sharing these simple statements he is inviting us to  
return to the heart of what Jesus cared about during his 
ministry.    
       This book is a great read and offers some very chal-
lenging and insightful comments to reflect upon.  I think 
Gulley is on to something here.   I canõt help but think that 
if we paid attention to these simple statements, we would 
not have to worry about the future of the church.
