The year-long construction process gave me an in-
side look at the world of remodeling and construction. |
learned, for example, that there are many safe -guards
built into the process. We had to have a permit to actu-
ally begin the work; then we needed an inspection of
the preliminary electrical and plumbing work. This was
followed by inspection of the insulation and then an-
other inspection of the finished electrical and plumbing,
and an inspection of the heating and air -conditioning.
And after all the inspections, we needed the 'Certificate
of Occupancy' when all the work was complete before
we could move in.

I'm sure all these permits and inspections serve a
good purpose--protecting people from shoddy, even
dangerous, work, but it got me to thinking that the con-
struction business has more rules and regulations than
we have in the church!

As with every major change, this one has provided
me with an opportunity to reflect ----on rules and regu-
lations, when they serve, how they serve, and when we
are called to move to a higher level of being.

In life, as we're growing up (or raising our children)
rules keep us safe. They provide the boundaries in
which children can grow and develop. How important it
is for children to have a bed -time, meal -time, schedule
to play and do homework, to keep their space neat, to
help with the up -keep of the home.

And within the family struc-
ture the rules help children to learn that they are not the
center of the world, but they are a part of something big-
ger --- beginning with contributing to harmony in the fam-
ily and expanding to contributing to life.

Our faith journey follows a similar pattern . When we
begin our faith journey we need some strong rules and
boundari es. That ds what t h
about. They set the boundaries: Honor God and your par-
ents; don't lie, steal, or murder or covet your neighbor's
stuff. The church, in guiding us, warns us against such
things as the 'seven deadly sins': anger, greed, envy, pride,
lust, gluttony, sloth. The point is to give us boundaries so
that we can live healthy, happy lives and grow and de-
velop. They remind us that 'if it feels good, do it' doesn't
really work. So, following this guidance, we don't act on
our anger, we curb our greed, our appetites for more
pleasure right now. We see the results of NOT following
this guidance on the news every day, ---people suffering
the consequences of 'indulging' in the seven deadly sins.
We are told, for example that we are now facing an epi-
demic of obesity in our society because of the poor
choices we are making in our eating habits.

2 In giving us commandments and guidelines, the
church is not trying to take all the fun out of life. Just the
opposite. It is freeing us to live fully human, fully alive,
to enjoy life in harmony with others. Rules and regula-
tions are the important and necessary first step of our
faith journey. Without them we cannot really begin our
faith journey. But our faith journey does not end there.
