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REMEMBERING

Elmer Schapker

August 24, 1928 i August 13, 2011

Elmer was a lifelong member of St.
Joseph Parish. He was born on August
24, 1928, the second of thirteen chil-
o dren born to Leo and Olivia Schapker.
\, The family lived on a farm located near

present day Cynthia Heights School. He
attended St. Joseph School and after graduating from
the eight grade, he began working full time on the fam-
ily farm. Elmer learned the value of hard work early in
life. Even while in grade school, he got up early every
day and helped Wilfred Will on his bread route.

Elmer was drafted and served in the army during
the Korean War. Coming home, Elmer busied himself
with many different jobs fitree trimming, truck driving,
bartending. As a young man with a car, he was popular
with the ladies, take car loads to the movies and to
dances. One of these young women was Charlotte Nie-
meier. Having grown up in the same area, they both
knew each other. Dances and car rides with Elmer
(who loved to drive pretty fast) made up their courtship
which concluded with them getting married on October
11, 1952. As it happened, they were the first couple
whose marriage the newly appointed pastor, Fr. John
Fines, witnessed. They partied all day and all night at
the White Aragon Dance Hall. The party ended with
breakfast the next morning.

Elmer and Charlotte would journey together in life
for almost sixty years. Along the way, they made a
home for their eight children: Jane, Stan, Julie, Ann,
Doug, Kurt and Roger. They built a house on St. Joe
Road and it was here that EImer felt most comfortable.

Elmer was always a hard working man and through-
out most of his life, he worked several jobs to provide
for his family. He trimmed trees, worked at Jim Nie-
mei erds Texaco Station and
through it all he had a forty plus year career working
for Double Cola. Elmer was a man of honesty, integ-
rity and great loyalty especially to Chevy cars, Double
Colas, and John Deere riding lawn mowers. And he was
particular about how the work he did from planting a
big garden that provided mountains of produce for the
family, to mowing the lawn, to trimming the shrubs
around the house which had to be trimmed each year
before the St. Joe Social.

Elmer loved simple things in life: country music,
raising his garden, mowing the lawn with his John
Deere tractor, watching NASCAR, following his favorite
baseball teamfithe St. Louis Cardinals and Saturday
night get-togethers with the children and grandchil-
dren. With his good friend, Jim Niemeier, he helped
keep an eye on all the happenings in the neighborhood.

Over the last several years, Elmer had several
health challenges making it difficulty to get around and
do the things he liked to do fiquite a challenge for a

man who valued his independence. Elmer died on August 13
with his family by his side. We pray now that the God of
peace will give Elmer the peace the world cannot give.

He passed on to his sons the values that sustained him in
his life fi especially working hard. There was always
plenty of things to do on the farm fitaking care of the
chickens, looking after the pigs and milking the cows.
Waste not, want not, was a saying he often shared with
his sons.

There was a generous side to Joe as well, especially
when it came to his family, especially his daughter -in-
laws and the grandchildren. If they needed anything,
they knew they could count on Joe to be there. They
might also be able to enjoy playing a game of clabber or
enjoying a good meal, especially chicken and dumplings,
his favorite!

Shortly after Joe retired, he suffered a stroke in
1992.
